Discussion Points
· Reminders about Advertising your programs from Recs & Park.
· Recs and Parks no longer create printed flyers.  If you want to advertise your program, send info to Steve Krouse and he will include this info in the newsletter he emails out on the 15th and 30th of every month school is in session.
· All fliers for council and programs must be approved by Recs and Park.  All fliers must have the Recs and Parks logo, County’s ADA statement and the logos for Rec Council and home schools. Schools will leave them in the lobby, usually on a table.  Schools will not post information on a bulletin board and will not send fliers home with children.   Can only advertise in our schools (Mechanicsville and Sandymount). 
·  Cannot advertise in other schools or locations.   In particular, the home/yard sales signs can only be placed in your local area.
· Can advertise via social media.  No restrictions on this type of advertisement
· Banners cannot be permanent.  Should only be up during the programs season.  Permanent banners or signs may not be placed on County owned property.
· Sue will update the gang box at Sandymount Park
· The broken lacrosse goal at Sandymount Park will be removed.
· Lisa Carroll is looking for a substantial amount of background check fees.  As a reminder below is a list of fees programs should be charging participants.
· Background Check Fee - $3 per participant per season.  This is paid to the Department of Recreation and Parks.
· Council Fee – $2 per participant.  This is paid to the Rec Council.  
· Field Fee - $5 - should be charged per participant for any program the uses fields in our programs.
· Tier 1 programs – fall under rec council, and treasurer handles sending payments to Recs and Parks etc..  All monies flow into rec council.
· Tier 2 programs – each program handles their own checkbook.
· Grass Cutting
· County recently switched providers for lawn cutting.  Private contractor handles the grass cutting at Deer Park.  Rec and Parks still cuts grass at Sandymount.  
· Grass not being cut near path by Magin

· Jamie is checking to see if there are any additional signs available.  If so, she will earmark one for the council and have it installed.
