Discussion Points	
· Scholarships
· Received 6 applicants and gave out 4 scholarships.  Two for 1K and two for $500.
· As a reminder to all, we allot 3K in annual scholarships with a 1K limit for an individual.
· Reminder that NO organized use of fields before 3/15 and after 11/15.  If program runs longer than 11/15 a request needs to be sent to the county for an extension.
· Council voted and approved the following costs.
· Main field aeration and seeding for $850.
· Purchase of air compressor from Lowes/Home Depot.  Compressor should be kept in “maintenance” shed at Deer Park.

Treasurer’s Report: Lona Greensfelder
· Have $127,000 in the bank.
· County sent $1,000 to be used strictly for field maintenance.
· FY25 Capital improvement of lighting for Deer Park(291K) is on schedule received by Lona.
· Since the council is now 501C any donation DO NOT go through FoCrap.  All donations should be made out to Central Carroll Rec Council.  
· Lona passed out a draft of letter she created to acknowledge and thank donors for their donation.  The council’s or individual program’s 501c taxid should be included in the thank you letter.  The taxid should NOT be given out before donations are received.  Obviously, the taxid is only needed if the donor wants to deduct their donation on their taxes.
· Background Checks – Council now pays $15 per person for background checks.  We are still only charging $3 per participant for programs.  Lona received a bill from county, and it was approved to pay.
· Annual Audit 
· Program Directors – Lona will need total income vs.  total expenses for the fiscal year.
· Make sure are up to date.  Need to denote you are partnered wil Recs and Parks and have ADA verbiage.
